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After 20 consecutive years of annual growth in excess of 6%, the 1975 increase in the
world’s telephone growth slowed to 5.9%. The total number of telephones as of January 1,
1976 was 379.6 million; an increase of 21.2 million. The ten year growth was 184.5 million
telephones, an increase of 94.6%.

During 1975, China (Taipei), Hong Kong and Turkey joined the ranks of those countries
with more than one million telephones in service.

To satisfy the continued increase in demand for international service, installation of a
super-capacity 6th transatlantic cable (TAT 6) began in August 1975. Designed to carry the
equivalent of 4000 telephone conversations at one time—the largest capacity of any undersea
system in the world, it went into service in July 1976.
